This course is appropriate for those who are familiar with the personal
computer and Windows. No previous knowledge of Illustrator is
required. Knowledge of digital images and electronic publishing is
strongly recommended.

The course uses a combination of lecture, hands-on practice, and
independent exercises to create artwork for both print and the Web.
Students learn how to create simple and complex shapes, add color
and text to illustrations, modify and group items, etc.

m Draw shapes and paths by using the Pencil tool and the Pen tool
m Select and edit paths

m Use text tools to insert text into illustrations, manipulate text, and
convert type to outlined shapes

m Create new layers and organize them in the Layers palette

m Manipulate layers by renaming layers, duplicating layers, and
deleting layers

m Import swatch libraries, open preset swatch libraries, and export a
swatch library

m Create and adjust gradients, and adjust transparency for items
m Format and edit text
