This course is intended for the person who is familiar with the personal
computer and Windows. No previous knowledge of Photoshop is
required; however, knowledge of graphics is recommended.

The course uses a combination of lecture, hands-on practice, and
independent exercises to teach the basics of selecting and modifying
images, and creating and manipulating layers and other effects.
Students also learn how to retouch and resize images, and prepare
images for use in print and on the Web. In the second day, you
employ advanced techniques as you apply fills, overlays, and masks
and tap your creativity as you apply special effects to images.
Automating tasks for more efficient use of Photoshop is also covered.

Upon successful completion of the class, students should be able to:

m Use several selection tools to select image areas, and modify and
manipulate selections

m Create layers, arrange and transform layers, create Type layers, and
use opacity, layer blending modes, and layer styles to apply effects
to layer contents

m Repair image defects, paint in an image, and erase complex
background areas

m Determine an image’ resolution and dimensions, resize images with
and without resampling, and use the Crop tool and the Canvas Size
command to change an image’s canvas size

m Fill image areas and apply patterns and overlays

m Apply a variety of masks

m (Optional) Create and edit vector paths

m Use special image effects such as warping and compositing
m (Optional) Set up images for video

m Automate tasks and customize Photoshop
